MANDOR (Mando’a Alphabet)

The Mando’a alphabet consists of thirty-two letters in the following sequence:

m,a,n,d,o,r,q,h,b,y,t,x,e,&,j,k,[,l,s,],v,p,u,z,g,i,c,w,\,f,;,’

MANDO’A VOWELS

The Mando’a vowels are a,o,q,y,e,&,[,],u,i,\, and ;. The sounds of the Mando’a vowels are:

a sounds like garden and bat [ sounds like bye, eye

o sounds like orange, open ] sounds like soup and book

q sounds like day, grey u sounds like pun, under

y sounds like yes, yarn i sounds like rib, sip

e sounds like step, men \ sounds like toy, boy

& sounds like flee, see ; sounds like buoy, chewy

MANDO’A CONSONANTS

The sounds of Mando’a consonants are:

m sounds like make l sounds like lost

n sounds like not s sounds like sap

d sounds like dad v sounds like very

r sounds like run p sounds like pan

h sounds like hunt z sounds like zap

b sounds like ball g sounds like gall

t sounds like tap c sounds like chair

x sounds like shake w sounds like wise

j sounds like just f sounds like funk

k sounds like curse ‘ glottal stop



SPELLING

As a result of Mando’a primarily being a spoken language, spelling in Mando’a is based on
phonetics. This means that Mando’a words are spelled just like they sound. 

DIPHTHONGS

The Mando’a diphthongs are complex sounds which are combinations of simple vowel sounds and
semi vowels. Some English diphthongs are represented in Mando’a by a single letter.

LETTER NAMES

As with the English Alphabet, the letters of the Mandor have names. Listed below are the Mando’a
letters along with their English equivalents and the name of each letter.

GRAMMAR GUIDE

WORD ORDER

The word order of  mando’a is in AVOL format the same as with English. 

A = Actor

V = Verb

O = Object

L = Location

Example:

Kqx ven h&b& besbe’trqx at k&rbqj.
He will take (the) weapon to (the) battlefield.

ACTOR VERB OBJECT LOCATION

VERBS

Mando’a verbs can be made from a nouns by adding the appropriate conjugation. In formal
Mando’a there is only one verb conjugation. This is for the infinitive and command forms. The
infinitive and formal command forms end in two ways. With a word that ends in a consonant a

vowel and the r must be added to produce the verb. With words that end in a vowel only the r must
be added.

Example:

nqr’sat noun pride

nqr’sat&r verb(inf./cmd.) pride/take or have pride

g]rq noun grenade

g]rqr verb(inf./cmd.) grenade/throw or use grenade

In informal Mando’a there are additional words that allow distinction between other verb forms. The

command verb form is formed by using the word ke before the verb or the prefix k’ when the verb
starts with a vowel.

Example:

Ke j]r& al&’g[. Carry the flag. Command Tense

The informal future tense is formed by adding the word ven in from of the verb.

Example:



N& ven j]r& al&’g[. I will carry the flag. Future Tense

The informal present tense is formed simply by using the root verb without additional words,
prefixes, or suffixes.

Example:

N& j]r& al&’g[. I am carrying the flag. Present Tense

The past tense of a verb is formed by adding the word r] in front of the verb.

Example:

N& r] j]r& al&’g[. I carried the flag. Past Tense

To create the negative form of a verb add the prefix n', n], n]', or ne before either the whole
sentence or the negative phrase. 

Examples:

N]'ni kopan& j]rr al&’gq.  I don't want to carry the flag. Negative Infinitive

Ke'n] j]r& al&’gq. Don’t carry the flag. Negative Command

N]'ni ven j]r& al&’gq. I won't carry the flag. Negative Future

N]'ni j]r& al&’gq. I don't carry the flag. Negative Present

N]'ni r] j]r& al&’gq. I didn't carry the flag. Negative Past

OTHER VERB NOTES

The verb k;&r, to be, is frequently dropped and indicated by word order.

Example:

n& (k;&) vqrd
I (am) a warrior. 

When saying something to describe the word b&k, it the correct Mando’a form is to just say the

word jatq, good or the full form with the verb, b&k k;& jatq.

Example:

CORRECT INCORRECT CORRECT

jatq. b&k jatq. B&k k;& jatq.
(It is)good. It (is) good. It is good.

FORMING QUESTIONS



The addition of the prefix word t&on turns a statement into a question. 

Example:

kqx kem&.
He is walking.

T&on kqx kem&?
Is he walking?

There are also specific question words that can be used when making a question. They are:

t&on’ad who

mqgin which, what(before a vowel)

mqg which, what(before a consonant)

t&on’t]r when

vq where

t&on’jor why

t&on’solqt how many, how much

NOUNS

Gender nouns are the same for masculine, feminine, and neuter. Gender is implied contextually, if

relevant. Where gender clarity is necessary, the adjectives jag&x, male, or dal&x, female, are
added.

PLURALS

Plurals are formed by adding q to the end of the noun.

Example:

b;r parent

b;rq parents

PRONOUNS

Pronouns have no gender. Some pronouns are also possessives. Below is a list of Mando’a pronouns:

n& I/me m& we/us



gar you gar you(plural)

kqx he/she val they/them

b&k it

ADJECTIVES AND ADVERBS

Adjectives and adverbs are formed by the addition of one of two suffixes. The suffix -la should be

added when the root word ends a vowel. The suffix -&x should be used when the root word ends in a
consonant. 

Example:

p&run noun water

p&run&x adjective watery

ka’rana noun time

ka’narala adjective timely

COMPARATIVES AND SUPERLATIVES

Comparatives and superlatives are constructed from adjectives with a specific suffix for each. The
suffix -xy'a for the comparative. The suffix -nq for the superlative.

Example:

br&kasqxy’a happier n]laxy’a funnier

br&’kasqnq happiest n]’lanq funniest
